Amandla: a Revolution in 4-Part Harmony is 2002 documentary about the South African anti-apartheid movement 
using music to end oppression and return human rights to all the people of South Africa. This documentary is a 
powerful example of the power of music to create social change, and the song Senzeni NA, Zulu for “What have we 
done?” was the inspiration for this year’s Volunteer Opportunities and Poverty Awareness Fair.   

 Pastor Ross Varney is a graduate of Williams College with a B.A. in Chemistry, and a 
minor in Spanish. After teaching Spanish a few years, he studied at Princeton Theological 
Seminary, receiving a Master of Divinity with emphasis in pastoral care.  �

Rev. Varney has always had a heart for the poor or suffering. It was a college vaccination 
mission to the Amazon region in 1977 that turned him from pre-med studies to Spanish and 
ultimately to ministry. At Princeton Seminary, he advocated for health benefits for his 
Hispanic co-workers in the seminary's kitchen, and he was often found dining with students 
from third world countries. He has revisited Latin American areas of poverty in mission trips 
to Honduras and Chile. Youth ministry trips have also taken him to rural North Carolina, 
inner City Philadelphia, and Habitat for Humanity. 

Rev Varney seeks to address the roots of poverty whenever possible, aware that much of 
what we do as "charity" may be only a Band-aid over deep wounds.

“The term "working poor" should be an oxymoron. If you work full time, you should not be poor, but more than 30 
million Americans — one in four workers — are stuck in jobs that do not pay the basics for a decent life. Waging a 
Living chronicles the day-to-day battles of four low-wage earners fighting to lift their families out of poverty. Shot 
over a three-year period in the northeast and California, this observational documentary captures the dreams, 
frustrations, and accomplishments of a diverse group of people who struggle to live from paycheck to paycheck.

Deborah M. Smith, M.Ed., LSW, LADC, originally from Toronto, Canada Deb 
Smith, has over 30 years of experience in education and social services and has been 
the Executive Director of The Pettengill House Inc., Community Based Social Service 
Agency for eleven years.  Ms. Smith is well known for her extensive work with 
children and families providing case management, support services, crisis intervention 
and advocacy.   

Ms. Smith holds a Masters of Education in Counseling and Psychology and has 
completed extensive research and training on the effects of childhood trauma.  She is 
currently working towards certification in Neuro Applied Science from Cambridge 
College.  Ms. Smith is a licensed social worker, drug and alcohol counselor and holds 
numerous certifications in the areas of trauma, prevention education and conflict 

resolution.  Ms. Smith has facilitated numerous workshops at local and state levels and in area school districts 
pertaining to Pettengill’s “School Link Service Model” along with “Effects of Childhood Trauma:  Best Practices 
Teaching Students”.  Ms. Smith has received numerous professional awards associated with The Pettengill House 
Inc. and personal acclaim including Massachusetts Heroin Award: Massachusetts Commission of Women, 2008 
(nominated by Senator Steven Baddour), Jeannie Geiger Community Empowerment Award, 2005, and Peter Gray 
Friend of Education Award, Amesbury Educational Foundation, 2002.

Newburyport City Councilor Ed Cameron lives on Oakland Street with his wife Susanne and 
daughters Anna and Lucy. Currently, Ed serves as the Associate Executive Director of 
Housing and Homeless Services at Community Teamwork Inc. in Lowell. Previously, he 
worked at the Pine Street Inn, the Emergency Shelter Commission for the City of Boston, and 
Horizons for Homeless Children.  

Raised in Bridgewater MA, Ed received a Bachelors Degree from Clark University and a 
Masters in Business Administration from Boston University.  Ed was elected to the City 
Council in November of 2007.

A native of Newburyport, Ghlee E. Woodworth is a twelfth-generation descendant of Robert 
Adams, one of the first settlers of Newbury. She served as Assistant Dean of Students and 
Director of the Mabee Activity Center at Hendrix College, Conway, Arkansas, before 
joining the Peace Corps in 1991. She worked as a Peace Corps volunteer in the Comoros 
Islands, East Africa, and went on to train new Peace Corps volunteers and mentor host 
country national staff in thirteen countries, including Armenia, Namibia, Turkmenistan, 
Bangladesh, Niger, and China. Her travels took her to another thirty-one countries, including 
the Sultanate of Oman, Syria, Nepal, Madagascar, Turkey, South Africa, and Jordan.  

In 2006, following in the footsteps of her father, local historian Todd C. Woodworth, Ghlee 
carried on the tradition of conducting the Oak Hill Cemetery tours he had given for many

The Boston Community Choir (a.k.a. The Boston Pops Gospel Choir), is an all-volunteer group 
comprised of singers from many church, community, and university choirs throughout the Greater Boston 
area(�
�
The Boston Pops Gospel Choir was originally brought together to perform in the first "Gospel Night at 
POPS" in 1993.  "Gospel Night" is a result of the  vision and commitment of the Boston Symphony 
Orchestra’s Cultural Diversity Committee.  This vision was particularly championed by the late Vondal 
M. Taylor, Jr. (1954-95), who was Vice-Chair of the Cultural Diversity Committee, and an overseer of 
the Boston Symphony Orchestra.  The Cultural Diversity Committee, in its effort to increase the diversity 
of Symphony Hall’s patronage, developed Gospel Night to appeal to a broader-than-traditional audience.  
Gospel Night has since become an annual event that continues to feature the choir.  
��
After the death of Vondal Taylor in 1995, Brother Dennis Slaughter, who had performed with the choir 
since 1993, decided to develop Boston Community Choir as an entity outside of Symphony Hall.  
Through his efforts and musical direction, the Boston Community Choir has become well-known 
throughout the Boston area for its inspired and uplifting performances.  In its special way, this choir is 
adding to the very rich and exciting history of gospel music.

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Article 1: All human beings are born free and equal in dignity and rights.  

Article 2: Everyone is entitled to all the rights and freedoms set forth in this Declaration, without distinction of any 
kind, such as race, colour, sex, language, religion, political or other opinion, national or social origin, property, birth 
or other status.  

Article 3: Everyone has the right to life, liberty and security of person.  

Article 4: No one shall be held in slavery or servitude; slavery and the slave trade shall be prohibited in all their 
forms.  

Article 5: No one shall be subjected to torture or to cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment or punishment.  

Article 6: Everyone has the right to recognition everywhere as a person before the law.  

Article 7:  All are equal before the law and are entitled without any discrimination to equal protection of the law.   

Article 8: Everyone has the right to an effective remedy by the competent national tribunals for acts violating the 
fundamental rights granted him by the constitution or by law.  

Article 9: No one shall be subjected to arbitrary arrest, detention or exile.  

Article 10: Everyone is entitled in full equality to a fair and public hearing by an independent and impartial tribunal, 
in the determination of his rights and obligations and of any criminal charge against him.  

Article 11: (1) Everyone charged with a penal offence has the right to be presumed innocent until proved guilty 
according to law in a public trial at which he has had all the guarantees necessary for his defense.  (2) No one shall 
be held guilty of any penal offence on account of any act or omission which did not constitute a penal offence, under 
national or international law, at the time when it was committed. Nor shall a heavier penalty be imposed than the 
one that was applicable at the time the penal offence was committed.  

Article 12: No one shall be subjected to arbitrary interference with his privacy, family, home or correspondence, nor 
to attacks upon his honour and reputation. Everyone has the right to the protection of the law against such 
interference or attacks.  

Article 13: (1) Everyone has the right to freedom of movement and residence within the borders of each state.  (2) 
Everyone has the right to leave any country, including his own, and to return to his country.  

Article 14: (1) Everyone has the right to seek and to enjoy in other countries asylum from persecution. (2) This right 
may not be invoked in the case of prosecutions genuinely arising from non-political crimes or from acts contrary to 
the purposes and principles of the United Nations.  

Article 15: (1) Everyone has the right to a nationality. (2) No one shall be arbitrarily deprived of his nationality nor 
denied the right to change his nationality.  

Article 16: (1) Men and women of full age, without any limitation due to race, nationality or religion, have the right 
to marry and to found a family. They are entitled to equal rights as to marriage, during marriage and at its 
dissolution. (2) Marriage shall be entered into only with the free and full consent of the intending spouses.  (3) The 
family is the natural and fundamental group unit of society and is entitled to protection by society and the State.  

Article 17: (1) Everyone has the right to own property alone as well as in association with others. (2) No one shall 
be arbitrarily deprived of his property.  

Article 18: Everyone has the right to freedom of thought, conscience and religion; this right includes freedom to 
change his religion or belief, and freedom, either alone or in community with others and in public or private, to 
manifest his religion or belief in teaching, practice, worship and observance.  



Article 19: Everyone has the right to freedom of opinion and expression; this right includes freedom to hold 
opinions without interference and to seek, receive and impart information and ideas through any media and 
regardless of frontiers.  

Article 20: (1) Everyone has the right to freedom of peaceful assembly and association.  (2) No one may be 
compelled to belong to an association.  

Article 21: (1) Everyone has the right to take part in the government of his country, directly or through freely 
chosen representatives.  (2) Everyone has the right of equal access to public service in his country.  (3) The will of 
the people shall be the basis of the authority of government; this will shall be expressed in periodic and genuine 
elections which shall be by universal and equal suffrage and shall be held by secret vote or by equivalent free voting 
procedures.  

Article 22: Everyone, as a member of society, has the right to social security and is entitled to realization, through 
national effort and international co-operation and in accordance with the organization and resources of each State, of 
the economic, social and cultural rights indispensable for his dignity and the free development of his personality.  

Article 23: (1) Everyone has the right to work, to free choice of employment, to just and favorable conditions of 
work and to protection against unemployment.  (2) Everyone, without any discrimination, has the right to equal pay 
for equal work. (3) Everyone who works has the right to just and favorable remuneration ensuring for himself and 
his family an existence worthy of human dignity, and supplemented, if necessary, by other means of social 
protection. (4) Everyone has the right to form and to join trade unions for the protection of his interests.  

Article 24: Everyone has the right to rest and leisure, including reasonable limitation of working hours and periodic 
holidays with pay.  

Article 25: (1) Everyone has the right to a standard of living adequate for the health and well-being of himself and 
of his family, including food, clothing, housing and medical care and necessary social services, and the right to 
security in the event of unemployment, sickness, disability, widowhood, old age or other lack of livelihood in 
circumstances beyond his control.  (2) Motherhood and childhood are entitled to special care and assistance. All 
children, whether born in or out of wedlock, shall enjoy the same social protection.  

Article 26: (1) Everyone has the right to education. Education shall be free, at least in the elementary and 
fundamental stages. Elementary education shall be compulsory. Technical and professional education shall be made 
generally available and higher education shall be equally accessible to all on the basis of merit.  (2) Education shall 
be directed to the full development of the human personality and to the strengthening of respect for human rights 
and fundamental freedoms. It shall promote understanding, tolerance and friendship among all nations, racial or 
religious groups, and shall further the activities of the United Nations for the maintenance of peace.  (3) Parents have 
a prior right to choose the kind of education that shall be given to their children.  

Article 27: (1) Everyone has the right freely to participate in the cultural life of the community, to enjoy the arts and 
to share in scientific advancement and its benefits.  (2) Everyone has the right to the protection of the moral and 
material interests resulting from any scientific, literary or artistic production of which he is the author.  

Article 28: Everyone is entitled to a social and international order in which the rights and freedoms set forth in this 
Declaration can be fully realized.  

Article 29: (1) Everyone has duties to the community in which alone the free and full development of his 
personality is possible.  (2) In the exercise of his rights and freedoms, everyone shall be subject only to such 
limitations as are determined by law solely for the purpose of securing due recognition and respect for the rights and 
freedoms of others and of meeting the just requirements of morality, public order and the general welfare in a 
democratic society. (3) These rights and freedoms may in no case be exercised contrary to the purposes and 
principles of the United Nations.  

Article 30: Nothing in this Declaration may be interpreted as implying for any State, group or person any right to 
engage in any activity or to perform any act aimed at the destruction of any of the rights and freedoms set forth 
herein
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
